ASEGURAR UN MUNDO EQUITATIVO, POSITIVO PARA LA
NATURALEZAY CON CERO EMISIONES NETAS

Llamado de las partes interesadas no estatales para que los
gobiernos fortalezcan el Marco Mundial de Biodiversidad
Posterior al 2020
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Desde el aire que respiramos hasta el agua que bebemos y los alimentos que comemos, la naturaleza
proporciona los elementos esenciales de los que todos dependemos para nuestra supervivencia y
bienestar, incluyendo los beneficios fundamentales de salud, econdémicos, culturales y espirituales. Sin
embargo, la falta de respeto por el medio ambiente y la rapida pérdida de biodiversidad han llevado al
mundo natural a sus limites. Como resultado, se ha desencadenado una crisis de salud planetaria,
poniendo en riesgo la salud humana y los medios de vida de las generaciones actuales y futuras.

La continua pérdida de la naturaleza pone en riesgo no solo a mas de la mitad del PIB mundial, sino
también a nuestras oportunidades de reducir la pobreza y abordar las desigualdades sociales y de
género. La pérdida de biodiversidad y la creciente escasez de recursos naturales, incluida la extraccion
no sostenible de los recursos, a veces exacerbada por los conflictos armados, socava la seguridad
humana y a menudo conduce a abusos de los derechos humanos, incluida la violencia de género y la
violencia contra los pueblos indigenas y los defensores de las causas ambientales.

En el contexto de nuestra relacion peligrosamente desequilibrada con el planeta, detener y revertir
rapidamente la pérdida de biodiversidad para asegurar un mundo positivo para la naturaleza para 2030
también ayudara a evitar futuras pandemias, combatir el cambio climatico y la degradacion del suelo y
mejorar la seguridad ambiental. Asimismo, contribuird directamente a la defensa de los derechos
humanos,_incluidos los derechos del nifo, a una alimentacion adecuada, salud, agua y un medio
ambiente saludable.

Por lo tanto, revertir la pérdida de la naturaleza y abordar las desigualdades estructurales es una
responsabilidad moral. Debemos defender los valores espirituales, artisticos e inherentes de la
naturaleza y los derechos de las culturas, religiones y comunidades, y reconocer las contribuciones
pasadas y actuales de los pueblos indigenas que han conservado gran parte de la biodiversidad que
aun queda en el mundo.

Como partes interesadas no estatales, estamos profundamente preocupados por la falta de ambicion
entre las partes gubernamentales que negocian el primer borrador del Marco Mundial de Biodiversidad
Posterior al 2020 del Convenio sobre la Diversidad Biolégica (CDB) para abordar de manera efectiva la
crisis de la naturaleza. Todos necesitamos y exigimos un marco sélido. Un marco que tome accion en
torno a las responsabilidades asumidas en el Compromiso de los lideres por la naturaleza y el
comunicado del Pacto por la Naturaleza G7 2030 y revertir la pérdida de biodiversidad para 2030.

« Incluir una mision positiva para la naturaleza que compromete al mundo a revertir la pérdida de
biodiversidad y mejorar el estado de la naturaleza para 2030, comparado con 2020.

« Asegurar enfoques basados en derechos: garantizar los derechos humanos, entre ellos, la proteccion
de los defensores de los derechos humanos, la igualdad de género, los derechos de los pueblos
indigenas y las comunidades locales, la equidad intergeneracional y el reconocimiento de los ninos
como partes interesadas con iguales derechos, asegurando su participacion efectiva en los procesos
de toma de decisiones.

o Garantizar enfoques basados en derechos para las soluciones acordes con la naturaleza y para
conservar el 30 % del suelo, el agua dulce y los mares para 2030.

« Abordar directamente los impulsores de la pérdida de la naturaleza, incluidos los sistemas agricolas y
alimentarios no sostenibles, la silvicultura, la pesca, la infraestructura y las prdcticas extractivas,
asegurando una transicion justa y sostenible que reduzca a la mitad el impacto de todo lo que la
sociedad produce y consume para 2030.

« Comprometer recursos financieros adecuados de todas las fuentes y su apropiada asignacion,
incluida la eliminacion de todos los subsidios perjudiciales para 2030. Alinear todos los flujos
financieros publicos y privados a fin de lograr un mundo positivo para la naturaleza.

« Asegurar un mecanismo de implementacion sélido, eficaz, inclusivo y transparente que priorice los
enfoques de abajo hacia arriba sobre los de arriba hacia abajo, y que permita acelerar la accion a lo
largo del tiempo.
