Day 1: Board your fl ight to Rome.

Day 2: Rome
• Meet your Tour Leader at the airport.
• Enjoy a guided tour of Baroque Rome where you will 

see the Spanish Steps at the Piazza di Spagna, the 
Trevi Fountain and the famous Pantheon.

Day 3: Rome
• Start the day with a guided tour of the Colosseum, the 

elliptical amphitheatre that showed barbaric Roman 
entertainment. You will then take a short climb to the 
top of Palatine Hill to look down on the Forum, the 
centre of Roman parliament and Circus Maximus, the 
most well-known stadium for chariot racing.

Day 4: Vatican City – Ancona 
• Travel to Vatican City and explore the museums. 

You will see one of the greatest art collections in the 
world, Michelangelo’s legendary Sistine Chapel, a 
marvel of artistic creation and St. Peter’s Basilica, 
a Renaissance church that is an architectural 
phenomenon and has the largest interior of any 
Christian church. 

• Travel to the seaside city of Ancona.
• Upon arrival, board the ferry that will take you to 

Split, Croatia.

Day 5: Split – Trogir - Zadar
• Meet your local guide in the largest city of the 

Dalmatian region, Split.
• Discover the Diocletian Palace, built for the former 

Roman Emperor in the 4th century AD.
• Travel to Trogir, a picturesque medieval city, and visit 

the Saint-Lawrence of Trogir Cathedral.
Optional: Switch the visit to Trogir with a half-day at 
the beach in Split. 

• End the day heading to Zadar for the evening. 

Day 6: Plitvice Lakes - Zadar
• Enjoy a free morning relaxing on the beaches in 

the vicinity.
• Travel to Plitvice Lakes National Park, a UNESCO World 

Heritage Site, and spend the afternoon hiking through 
the beech, pine, maple, and spruce forests.

Day 7: Sibenik – Neretva - Dubrovnik
• Begin the journey to Dubrovnik.
• Stop off in the city of Sibenik to see its world-renowned 

Renaissance and Gothic-style Cathedral, St. James.
• Stop on the banks of the Naratva River and take a 

cruise through the turquoise waters.
• Arrive in Dubrovnik for the evening.

Day 8: Dubrovnik
• Enjoy a full day of leisure in Dubrovnik. You can spend 

the day sunbathing on a beach, wandering down the 
main street of Stradun, or exploring the fortress.

Day 9: Dubrovnik
• Start the day with a guided tour of Dubrovnik where you 

will be impressed by the towers of the ramparts that 
were built between the 11th and 12th century, Rector 
Palace, and a stunning Franciscan monastery which has 
one of the oldest functioning pharmacies in the world. 

Day 10: Depart to the airport for your fl ight home.
