DAY 2
Breakfast
MADlab workshop at The Museum of Arts and 
Design. Experience the 90-minute highlights tour 
and learn about contemporary art, craft, and 
design in this hands-on workshop.
Lunch
Visit the Metropolitan Museum of Art. The Met 
is one of the world’s largest museums, featuring 
work of art from ancient Egypt to the modern 
day. In addition to art, you will see musical 
instruments, costumes, and antique weapons from 
around the world! 
Explore Central Park. Central Park, the fi rst 
landscaped public park in the United States, is one 
of the urban wonders of the world and a green 
oasis in the great concrete, high-rise landscape of 
New York City. 
Rockefeller Center and 5th Avenue. Visit New 
York’s most famous street to shop and browse 
along 5th Avenue and Rockefeller Center.

Experience unparalleled 
views of New York City from the Observation Deck 
on the 70th fl oor of 30 Rockefeller Plaza, in the 
heart of midtown Manhattan.

This gorgeous walk runs through the Meatpacking 
District and Chelsea to the edge of Hell’s Kitchen 
with many stops along the way for photos! 
Guided Tour at the Whitney Museum of 
American Art. Experience the creativity and 
pioneering spirit for which the USA is known 
as you walk through the world’s pre-eminent 
collection of American masterpieces. 
Explore Chelsea. Tour this trendy neighbourhood 
of converted factories and warehouses now home 
to gallery spaces, restaurants, and residential lofts. 
Lunch
Visit the New Museum of Contemporary Art. A 
museum making its mark internationally for 
showcasing the avante-guard and curating bold 
exhibitions. 
Times Square. Head to the heart of the Great 
White Way and be amazed by the bright lights and 
massive screens. Join the crowds on the famous 
Red Stairs and get caught up in the excitement as 
your wander through the square.

Broadway Show. Explore a whole new world, 
discover what came before the yellow brick 
road or sing along with your favourite meerkat 
and warthog duo.
