PARIS - 7 Days | European Student Tour

Day 1: Board your flight to Paris

2: Paris

Meet with your Tour Leader at the airport.

Take a 3-hour guided tour of the City of Lights
where you will see marvelous monuments including:
the oldest standing bridge on the River Seine, the
Pont-Neuf, ile de la Cité, and the medieval
cathedral Notre Dame.

Visit the Eiffel Tower, the most famous landmark in
Paris, with the option to look down over the Parisian
landscape from the third level.

3: Paris

Enjoy a guided tour through the Musée du Louvre
where you will see the iconic Mona Lisa by Leonardo
da Vinci and works by other accomplished artists of
the Renaissance and Reformation periods.

Travel to Place Charles de Gaulle to see the Champs
Elysées, and the couture houses of Chanel, Cartier,
Yves St Laurent, and Pierre Cardin.

Visit the Arc de Triomphe de I'Etoile and see the
tomb of the Unknown Soldier.

Discover the Place de la Concorde, the largest
square in Paris, to see the famous obelisk that was
donated by the king of Egypt.

4: Paris
Start the day with a guided tour of the Musée
d'Orsay to see mainly French art from 1848-1915
from famed artists Claude Monet, Edouard Manet,
Edgar Degas, Pierre-Auguste Renoir, Paul Cézanne
and Vincent Van Gogh.

Visit Sainte-Chapelle and discover the beautiful
stained glass windows of this gothic church.

Stroll down the Champ de Mars to visit the Hotel des
Invalides, a complex of buildings that is home to one
of the world's foremost military museums.

Wander through the Faubourg Saint-Honoré, the
heart of France's governmental power. You will even
see the Elysée Palace which is the home and office to
the French President.

Enjoy a relaxing cruise along the River Seine on the
famous Bateaux Mouches.

5: Versailles - Paris

Travel to the Palace of Versailles, a luxurious 17th
century palace with grand gardens. Your tour will take
you across the stunning and historically rich grounds,
before you experience the Grand Apartment, the
Hall of Mirrors, and the King and Queen's suites.
Spend leisure time exploring the Marais Quarter, a
district of Paris that grew in importance in the 14th
century because of its proximity to the Louvre.
Wander through the Place des Vosges, often referred
to as the most beautiful square in the world, is a great
place to visit during this time.

6: Paris

Begin the day with a trip underground to discover
Paris' Catacombs. You will walk through the maze of
alleys that hold the remains from several cemeteries.
Enjoy free time for lunch in the Passage des
Panoramas, a shopping centre founded in the 17th
century.

Explore the Grands Boulevards.

Stroll through Montmartre to see magnificent
landmarks, such as the Basilica Sacre Coeur, the
beautiful Romano Byzantine place of worship, Place
Pigalle and the Moulin Rouge.

End the day with a French meal at La Crémaillére
1900.

Time to live like a local! During your initiation to
Pétanqgue, a traditional bowls game, you will learn to
play but not only that! It will be a perfect opportunity
to practise your French!
