Day 1: Board your fl ight to Barcelona.

Day 2: Barcelona
• Meet your Tour Leader at the airport and transfer in 

to the city centre. 
• Take a guided coach tour of Barcelona. Art is 

everywhere in this city! From the Moderniste 
architecture on the Block of Discord, to the still 
unfi nished Sagrada Familia and Parc Güell.

Day 3: Barcelona
• Visit the Palau de la Musica Catalan, a wonderful 

venue for concerts and incredible mosaics throughout 
the palace.

• Head towards el Born and the Barri Gòtic, Barcelona’s 
medieval heart with narrow winding streets and 
colourful street art. See Els Quatre Gats, a small 
restaurant famous for the artists and literary fi gures 
who frequented it.

• Visit the Picasso Museum for a wonderful sense of 
Picasso’s youth and the changes in his art from when 
he studied in Barcelona to his more famous blue, pink 
and cubist periods.

Day 4:  Barcelona
• Option 1: Make your way down Las Ramblas and 

stop at la Boqueria, the market of San Josep, where 
you can pick up something for a picnic lunch later. 
Continue down towards Barceloneta where you will 
see Roy Lichtenstein’s Head of Barcelona.

• Ride the cable car from Barceloneta to Montjuïc for an 
incredible view of the city, before exploring this haven.

• Visit the Joan Miró Foundation to see the collection 
bequeath to the city by the artist in 1971.

• Option 2: Take a day trip to Figueres to search out the 
surrealistic life of Salvador Dalí.

Day 5: Barcelona - Bilbao
• Board the motor coach and depart up through the 

countryside towards the Basque country to Bilbao.

• Visit the Bilbao Guggenheim Museum to see 
modern art housed in an incredible building designed 
by Canadian-born architect, Frank Gehry. Don’t miss 
Jeff Koons’ Puppy at the entrance.

Day 6: Bilbao - Madrid
• Board your motor coach and depart for Madrid with a 

stop at Guernica, which was bombed during the 
Spanish Civil War and immortalized by Picasso’s 
painting of the same name.

Day 7: Madrid - Toledo
• Enjoy a guided walking tour of Toledo, including 

admission to the Cathedral and Museo de Santa 
Cruz, and the El Greco Museum. This UNESCO World 
Heritage site is known for its confl uence of Christian, 
Muslim and Jewish culture. 

• Return to Madrid in the late afternoon.

Day 8: Madrid - Toledo
• Embark on the art walk of Madrid’s golden triangle to 

experience a guided visit of the Prado Museum, with 
the world’s largest collection of Spanish art, the Museo 
Reine Sofi a, to see Picasso’s Guernica, and the Museo 
Thyssen-Bornemisza, to see a collection of much of 
Europe’s greatest modern art. 

• Enjoy a farewell dinner at a local restaurant with a
Flamenco show as your epic Spanish art adventure 
draws to a close.

Day 9: Depart for the airport for your fl ight home.
