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	1. Introduction:
1.1 Polymer Concepts shall ensure that foreign objects and subsequent foreign object damage is eliminated from all parts prior to shipment. Polymer Concepts shall maintain site cleanliness and will maintain a FOD free environment during machining, manufacturing, assembly, maintenance, inspection, storage, packaging and shipping. 
2. Applicable Documents
2.1 Customer and supplier purchase orders 
3.  FOD Criteria:
3.1 Potential FOD includes but is not limited to burrs, chips, dirt, corrosion and contamination resulting from the manufacturing, assembly, maintenance, processing, cleaning, storage and subsequent packaging of parts.
3.2 PCTI will ensure all passageways- cast and/ or machined are clear of chips, core material, dirt, breakout of cast walls, etc.

3.3 Prior to closing inaccessible or obscured areas and compartments during assembly, PCTI shall ensure the areas are free of FOD.

3.4 PCTI must ensure all parts are clean and FOD free prior to shipment.

3.5 PCTI to maintain FODCP-02 a FOD prevention program, which includes prevention and elimination of FOD from the manufacturing process and work area.
4. Attention areas:
Specific attention should be given, where applicable, to items such as:
4.1 Housekeeping and cleanliness 

4.2 Food and beverage control

4.3 Tool and small part accountability

4.4 Loose objects

4.5 Material handling and parts protection

4.6 External cleaning following evidence of external contamination

5.1 PCTI shall ensure that the responsibility for the FOD prevention program is clearly defined within FODCP-02 and appropriate personnel have received FOD awareness training. PCTI is responsible for flow down of these requirements to our sub-tier suppliers to ensure it receives FOD free products. 
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
